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Partnership Award

Cameron Park showcases some of the best 20 miles of single track in Texas. The trails are the result of an effective partnership between the City of Waco Parks and Recreation Department and the Waco Bike Club.

The Waco Bike Club is instrumental for encouraging new user groups to utilize the park’s trails. Volunteers from the Waco Bike Club, local bike shop, and Waco’s Parks and Recreation Department partner to bring “Ride Cameron Park: Women’s Mountain Bike Clinic” to the trails. The event has been a huge success with over 100 women participating each year. This unique clinic has become an annual park event that draws participants from all over the state of Texas to explore our trail system. 

In addition to trail events and trail maintenance, the two entities have combined forces and added more than 7 miles of new trail to the Cameron Park Trail System. The Waco Bike Club participates in cleanup efforts, organizes trail workdays, and works with the City to host biking events that give additional funds and recognition to the trails.

One trail project in particular, “The Highlander Trail,” utilized assets from both groups. More than 2,000 volunteer hours were used to complete this one-mile trail. Highlander features 6 wooden bridges, 4 switchback areas, and some of the toughest elevation changes in the park. 

An article in the Waco Tribune-Herald reveals that Highlander is the outgrowth of a partnership between cyclists and park officials. “The relationship here is really good. We work together to make this a better place,” biker Ian Moore said in the article.

Bike Magazine recognized the partnership between the two groups in its “50 Incredible Trails: A State-by-state Guide to Riding in America” article. “What truly defines Cameron Park is the near seamless cooperation between local government and local riders. ”  

The continuing alliance between these two groups sustains the favorable trail conditions in Cameron Park. The Waco Bike Club has formed a trail committee that regularly meets with Parks and Recreation officials about trail issues and solutions. The City offers in kind services such as supplying staff, equipment, and funds for larger projects that are completed with the help of the Waco Bike Club.

These two major entities continue to work together to make Cameron Park a better place for all the citizens of Waco.
